Thomas Gunn:  The better half of the Pollocksõ songwriting team, Berklee-educated Thomas Gunn is the only òrealó musician 
amongst them: he can read it, write it and talk it. Thomas also performs with Michael Clem, and is equally proficient as a so lo art-
ist.  His truly unique guitar style has whiffs of Peter Green in it, and the joy that he projects while playing live is infectio usé maybe 
contagious.

Rockfish Gap is an up -and -coming bluegrass and Americana band that is starting to make their mark on the regional 
festival circuit as well as select concert halls and special events. Their smooth instrumental style is complemented by 
layered three - and four -part vocal harmonies and innovative song arrangements. From traditional fiddle tunes and 
bluegrass standards to original songs written by the band, Rockfish Gap creates a unique and consistent blend of old 
and new, savory and sweet.
